e.g allergic to wasp stings.  

Where possible the session will be adapted to take into account any 
medical conditions/allergies e.g go slowly up steep hills and take 

breaks for asthma sufferers.

Injury from fire 5 5 25 All staff and children to be briefed on what to do if they hear the fire 
alarm whilst inside building. They will be told to quickly and calmly 
leave the building and to make their way to the fire assembly point 
(mulberry tree) with their teachers. No one should try to take their 

belongings with them or re enter the building.  
Lesnes Abbey staff will be last to leave classroom and will check 

storerooms and disabled toilet for any children/members of staff.  
At the fire assembly point teachers will perform a register/head 

count of their staff and children.  
All fire exits will be kept clear to enable a safe evacuation and the 
shutters will always be open over the fire exits. Fire extinguishers 

are located at each fire exit to be used if necessary and are the 
responsibility of Bexley Borough Council along with the fire alarms. 

Fire doors will be kept shut at all times.
